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Light Forest is a kinetic installation that turns nature's gravitational force into moving lights and shadows. The artwork
seeks to turn the natural phenomenon into the core of the piece. The structural design of the artwork is inspired by an
ancient Chinese folk toy known in the West as “Jacob's ladder”. The sequential mechanics allow the mirror plates on the
device to flip up and down, and the light reflecting off of the mirrors then tumbles down along with the flipping plates.
The clashing sounds produced during the process sound like raindrops that have been constructed with spots of light.
The moving lights are scattered throughout the surrounding space, immersing the audience in a fantastic ambiance filled
with light and sound.
